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Appeal against the death penalty

The organization has drawn serious attention to the news that the International Criminal Tribunal
for Bangladesh has sentenced former Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina Wajed (currently in exile in
India) and then Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan (currently in hiding) to death and has called

on India to extradite them.

It is clear that the death penalty, when there are other options for punishment for a person's crime,
is a crime that goes against modern human civilization, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
1948. and the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights 1966. Life cannot be restored
after the death penalty has been imposed. It is a fact that the death penalty is a serious violation of

human rights and an act against humanity.

This organization also reminds India that Sheikh Hasina Wajed, who is in exile for the execution
of the death penalty, should not be extradited under any circumstances and that if it is done, such
an act would be an act against humanity and human rights and would also violate the Convention

against Torture 1984, which prohibits extradition in such circumstances.

Therefore, this organization sincerely appeals to the Bangladeshi government, all sovereign

citizens of Bangladesh, the Supreme Court of Bangladesh, the United Nations, India and all

stakeholders to stop the inhumane and harsh punishment like the death penalty and to resp@

human rights and humanitarian law by not extraditing anyone to countries where the death penalty

is likely to be imposed.
